APPLICATION  
The flush fitting MA12 Keypad combines robust vandal resistance with an attractive design to meet the most 
demanding of today’s concepts and specifications, in a wide range of applications from public services to specialist 
use in heavy duty environments and adverse weather conditions.  The MA12 complements the matching 3 x 4 MA10 
and 4 x 4 MA11 keypads.

OPERATION
The MA12 keys have a positive ‘click’ feel and operate a matrix connected polydome membrane switch unit (other 
terminations are available).  See overleaf for connector pin out details.

CONSTRUCTION
The 4 keys are fitted in a 2.0mm stainless steel faceplate bolted to a polycarbonate body housing the membrane switch 
unit.  The stainless steel keys and faceplate have a horizontally linished finish.  The design of the MA12 ensures that the mem
brane is protected from direct shock loads.

The individual keys are sealed and water resistant.  An optional gasket is available to seal the MA12 to the clients 
structure.  The MA12 mounting flange will accommodate panel thicknesses up to 6.35 max.

An industry standard 2.54mm pitch female 5 way connector is provided to interface with client  equipment.  Connection 
of the faceplate to earth is made by one of the weld studs.

The shallow depth MA12 Keypad can be supplied loose or incorporated into a stainless steel panel with a linished finish 
and etched and painted legends.  For aperture and weld stud details ask for our drawing PDO 3088 Sheet 42.

Keys may be supplied blank or with legends specified by customer.  There may be an artwork charge for special legends 
not available from our library.
